           Warning: I’m not smarter than a 5th grader.
          Everything that has mass is affected by the force of gravity. Small particles called gravitons transmit this force over millions of light-years worth of distance, but objects affected by gravity are really just moving in inertial (straight lines), because gravity actually just warps the fabric of Space-time into a curve; the tightest curves being a Black Hole, from which light cannot even escape. Matter is held together by the strong nuclear force provided by gluons (one day the supergluon will be found, just kidding).
