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                                                  Who’s your daddy?
          The Phoenician “Father of Men” was called “El”. Star of the movie, Planet of the Apes, by around 1400 BC he was depicted with a sloping forehead, heavy wrinkled skin, barrel chest, wearing a leather helmet. Phoenicians sailed to the Americas at least 2000 years before Columbus had donned his Red Templar Cross outfitted ship named after the goddess (Santa Maria) or Leif Eriksen had raped and pillaged his way around the Atlantic in his famous horned hat, so it’s not unusual the Maya began to shape their Royal children’s heads into this shape at birth in honor of the corn goddess, Ceres. Greeks taught the voluptuous goddess Gaea and the deep dark god Chaos produced the universe.        Basic laws of thermodynamics state that randomness “Entropy” increases over time leading to more Chaos. Evolution theory says the egg developed into a chicken. Creation theory, whether Chaos and Gaea did it, or God did it alone say the chicken was created to create the egg, so which theory is correct?

      Evolution theory denies the influence of a Creator. In essence, this is Blasphemy of the Holy Ghost which results in God giving them over to a Reprobate Mind (ref Rom 1). Evolution requires increased order and therefore not only an energy source, but a very intelligent one at that. It simply is impossible for this increased order to evolve out of chaos within the universe naturally. Thermodynamics is essentially a study of this chaos or randomness. Laws state it takes energy to create order out of chaos, so where does the energy come from? Heat is a measure of the movement of molecules, and in a closed system, it is always observed as becoming colder, slower moving and more ordered, the exact opposite of evolution theory.
